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1.  EPR Datasets:  
On March 30, 2004, the Office of Director Environmental Programs (ODEP) recommended that the Environmental Program Requirement (EPRWeb) funding data not be used this year in Installation Status Report (ISR) Environment to determine the Quantitative C-rating in all media under Compliance, Conservation and Pollution Prevention pillars (17 media).  Therefore, NO EPRWeb top load will occur this year.   Headquarters Department of Army (HQDA) will set the funding quantitative standards to not applicable (NA) for all media.   When it is set to NA, the EPRWeb Status Screen in the ISR Environment Data Input Module will change from "Topload Pending" to  "Import Complete".    Installations will not have to do any validation of projects or assign ambiguous projects to a media or provide additional input to EPRWeb funding data in ISR.    However, in the Program Management Media, Quantitative Standard #2 pertaining to personnel requires installation input and needs to be manually completed by the installations.   
2.  ERS Datasets (only for CONUS installations): 
Environmental Reporting Systems (ERS) data sets have been scheduled to be top loaded by 8 April 2004.    When this occurs designated standards will be auto populated with data from Environmental Quality Report (EQR) and Army Environmental Database - Restoration (AEDB-R) as appropriate.  This topload will erase any data manually entered at the installation level prior to the top load.  As mentioned during centralized training at Dallas, the user cannot edit ERS toploaded data.  This is done to insure that the data in ISR is consistent with the data reported in other feeder systems (locked 4th quarter EQR and AEDB-R databases).   If the users are interested in keeping a record of any data they entered prior to ERS data topload, they can run the "Qualitative Report" from the Data Input Module and keep an electronic or hard copy of the standards answered prior to the topload.  
As the ERS data topload is final, please do not call the ISR HelpLine with any ERS data issues.  However, installations are strongly encouraged to identify any data inconsistencies in the ERS topload and bring them for discussion during the 2004 After Action Review (AAR).   It is expected that installations will provide adequate comments in the comment fields if they notice any inconsistencies with the ERS toploaded data.      
3.  2003 Locked and Recalculated Data: 
ISR Environment data for the 2003 data collection was locked on 14 Oct 2003.  New algorithms, approved at the 2003 AAR were implemented in the locked 2003 ISR Environment data as of (March 2004) to allow for comparison to the 2004 data.  This implementation has resulted in changes to the Qualitative C-rating for many media and pillars.   On 8 April 2004, the existing 2003 locked database (Oct 2003) in the historical viewer will be replaced with the re-calculated database (March 2004).    Excel spread sheets showing the Qualitative and Quantitative changes between 2003 locked and 2003 recalculated databases will be posted on the ISR website (isr.hqda.pentagon.mil) under "Re-calculated C-rating for 2003" link under ISR Environment.  
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
