The purpose of the validation check includes ensuring that ratings are entered for all facilities that SHOULD be rated, and that there are Category-level comments for any Category-level C3/C4 ratings.  Therefore, it is the validation check itself that determines whether data entry is indeed complete.

HelpLine inquiries this cycle showed that many users THOUGHT they had completed the data entry but found that the validation check indicated that all required data entries had not been made.  Therefore , the use of the Validate function assisted the users in completing the required additional ratings/comments.

As a result of both this recommendation and the HelpLine inquiries, the use of the Validation function will receive increased attention during Regional/Centralized training, and in the Implementing Instructions.

 Commanders are more interested in why facility quality rating changes occurred and what caused the changes.  Without the visibility of the prior and present year facility component color-levels, a quick and detailed quality review or facility evaluation is not possible.  Comparing this year’s electronic component data against last year’s paper rating sheets is a very time consuming procedure and requires the manual sorting of up to 2,600 rating sheets within the 409th BSB.

6. Start ISR process early in new FY (November-December)

   Minimum quality standards for new and replacement RCI Family Housing were published near the end of CY03.  There are discrepancies between those standards and the ISR Family Housing inspection standards.  For example under Green in the Patios, Bulk Storage, and Trash component the ISR standard specifies a deck surface area of 100 sqft.  The RCI standard is 150 sqft.  Also under Green in the Utilities component the ISR standard designates a telephone outlet in all bedrooms plus the kitchen or living room.  The RCI standard is a minimum of one telephone outlet in every room except bathrooms, utility and storage rooms, and garage.

   In several instances the terms adequate and normal are used without those terms being defined.  For example in the Living, Family, and Dining Rooms component adequate sized rooms and normal furnishings are specified without adequate and normal being delineated.

	Recommended approach to resolving issue:
The RCI standards are applicable to all new or replacement housing constructed under RCI.  They will also be utilized to the maximum extent possible for renovation within limitations set by existing dwellings, cost factors, or other local conditions.  Since the RCI standards are those that will be used with housing the ISR standards should be brought into conformance with the RCI standards.

Terms such as adequate and normal should be defined to minimize differences in interpretation of the term.

Ft Carson is the home of the Army’s World Class Athlete Program (WCAP). This program hosts/trains athletes for national and international competition. WCAP maintains two dedicated athletic training facilities. Although the facilities are identified as fitness centers in the ISR, they are not available for use by personnel not associated with the WCAP. The amount of space in these facilities creates the illusion that Ft Carson has adequate physical fitness space available for use by the general post population, when there is actually a shortage of such space.

There is no more appropriate FCG to categorize the WCAP facilities under and no current provision in the ISR/RPLANS to identify these facilities in some way as a “Special Purpose/Special Use Facility. There is no ownership code currently available that could be applied to special use facilities to address this problem.  



	Recommended approach to resolving issue:
Provisions need to be included in the ISR/RPLANS to identify special purpose/special use facilities that have a unique purpose such as those at the WCAP.  A separate functional category for special use facilities might be considered. The space allocations for these special facilities should not be counted against the installations space allocations for like facilities.
